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At the [dich?] of my letter we wer Encamped in an orchard where it was cool and shady,that 
night (Thursday) we were rooted from our bunks a little past 12 as report came that the Rebbels 
were apon us and we had no amunition We hurried things up and marched half way back to 
washington when where we remained untill daylight we then retraced our steps and are 4 miles 
father from W than at first I shall have to stop now and go out on dress Parade / 7. Evening I am 
once more seated in my tent and can have just a moment to write Report has just arrived that 
Jackson had ben taken and that we had lost 10000 10000 men heavy and rapid firing is still going 
on I am awful tired Somehow I cannot make it seems that I am so far from Home 
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
