This day Received a Letter of Yours dated Jan:​y ​24:​th​ 1778 and am sorry it did not 

come to my hand before, as then I might have more fully satisfied the request of your 
Committee of Safety.  For I am not now in the pay office, the Department here being Occupied 
by M:​r​ Jonathan Trumbull; and in a Settlement made w​th ​Colonel William Palpey Pay Master 
General on the 11:​th​ last Aprill all the Gernal Pay Abstracts paid by me he took with him to the 
Commissioners at Hartford Connecticut; From whome you can gett Copys of Colonel Evans and  
Colonel Drakes Generact Abstracts. 

From my Books I find that I paid to Colonel Stephan Evans on Dec:​r​ 5:​th​ 1777. the 
Amount of his Pay Abstract to Dec:​r​ 16:​th​ 1777 & his Milage Bill 9’779 Dollars & 43/72 parts of a 
dollar.  To Colonel Abraham Drake I paid on Dec:​r​ 3:1777. for his Pay Abstract to Dec.​r​ 16.​th 
1777. 6,610 dollars 16/72 parts of a dollar: and on the next day Dec:​r​ 4:​th​ I paid him 1,148 
Dollars 24/72 parts of a dollar. the amount of his Mileage Bill.  

The Letter has been opened by some designing Person and closed again with 
Black Wax.
