I had brown bread & milk for dinner to-day swaped two loves of bread for a 

qt of milk. Our trade with the contrabands will soon be “played” out for we are ordered to 

embark to-morrow: Most of the things I shall carry with me it is but about as far as from our 

house to Mrs. Bartto to the wharf & I reckon my load will get reduced by the time we get to 

Baltimore  

 

We are without doubt going west perhaps to Tenn, Kentucky or A. & possibly to Mo. 

You may not send that corn starch by mail for I may be obliged to throw it  
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away.  

 

Please write as soon as you get this & send me the maps of A. Kenn. Tenn. Inn. Ill. Mo. 

Ark. Mis & Lo.  You can cut them out of the old Geography which is of but little value as you 

can see enough better ones Does Va or Vir stand for Virginia I think it is Va. Please put me in a 

few pins We have just heard we are to go at an early hour to-morrow morning so good buy to 

Newport News.   

 

9th 9 AM Tents all struck & our big city looks desolate. I guess we shall get on the boat 

sometime to-day The contrabands are here picking up everything we leave. We are pretty 

generous of old clothes tents pots dippers & thousands of things of use to them the boys are 

having some fun with the blacks they have to bear a good deal of insult 

 

They have been chasing one homely looking fellow but he will out run them  

 

Oh; What knap sacks I am afraid we shall sink the boat with luggage if you could see me 

with my load you would laugh.
